10) adolorida (a-do-lo-REE-da): sore / in pain

11) deslizar (des-lee-SAR): to slide

13) el aullido (a-oo-YEE-do): the howl

14) el allqu (AL-koo): a dog with no hair native to Peru
15) el condor (CON-dor): Large bird of prey from the Andes.
16) asustado (a-sus-TA-do): scared

17) el ave (EL A-be): the bird

18) la vicuha (vee-COO-nya): a camelid from the Andes
19) el umbral (oom-BRAL): the doorstep

20) la mejilla (meh-HEE-yah): the cheek

21) aliviado (ah-lee-vee-AH-doh): relieved

22) la prueba (PRAW-beh): the test, the proof

23) bandadoso (bahn-dah-DOH-soh): kind-hearted / good-natured
